Then, in the distant XVIl century, all these ideas were truly inngvations in the field of up-
bringing and education, Four centuries have passed, and whal do we see today? The class-
noom system is a traditional organization of the educational process. Universal education is a
tradition and norm in modern society, and the highest legisiative acts have long enshrned this
principle. And this chain can go on and on.

In conclusion, we can say thal the use of new information and design technologies in
teaching English helps to improve and optimize the educational process and make the lesson
more interasting.
